Upon the death of King Henry VIIIin 1547, his only son, 10 year old Edward gained the thro-
ne of England without opposition. The transition was smooth thanks to Henry's “Third Act of
Succession” from 1544, stipulating the order of succession not only for his son, but also for
his two daughters, Princesses Mary and Elisabeth. The young and inexperienced Edward VI
was for most of his reign influenced by the relatives of his deceased mother, Jane Seymour.
Later on, John Dudley, Earl of Warwick, gained total control over the king. Late in 1552 or
early in 1553, being seriously ill, Edward VI wrote his “Device of Succession”, a document
where he directly contradicted the will of his father, denied rights of succession to his two
half-sisters, and left his throne to Lady Jane Grey, a distant relative. The king was sincerely
concerned about the return of the Papists to England with the help of Princess Mary. On the
other hand Dudley, who almost certainly had his hand in this dynastic change, followed only
his base ambitions. After all, his son Guildford was already engaged to be married to Lady
Jane, and could become King. Thus, the dramatic stage for the Queen of nine Days was set.
