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The study presents expert and political discussion of the planned demo-
lition of Bratislava Castle and the Pohradie area at the bottom of the castle
hill from the end of the 1930s to the mid 1940s. Using archive and jour-
nalistic texts from the period, as well as analysis of the actual architectural
and urbanist plans, it describes the course of efforts to transform the histor-
ic symbol of the city, as well as the opposition and criticism of these plans.
The study considers two competitions from 1938 and 1942, held under
two different political regimes — liberal democratic Czechoslovakia and
the authoritarian wartime Slovak Republic. Comparison of the two com-
petitions shows the formal and content similarity in spite of regime, which
defined the modern productivist and technocratic thinking of specialists
more than political ideology.

Sugestivnou
analyzou a interpretaciou diskusii o zachovani ¢i zburani ruiny Bratislavského
hradu dospel k vystrahe univerzalneho charakteru tykajuceho sa ohrozenia ra-
cionality a humanizmu vedeckého badania. V zavere svojej publikacie Intelek-
tual & pamiatka pise: ,, Za vedu sa vydavajuci ritudl nielenze nahradza riesenie
problémov zaklinanim, ale pomaha maskovat, branit’ pred verejne pristupnou
a racionalnou kontrolou nepriatela najuhlavnejSieho — cynicky egoizmus. **
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
