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In this paper the author deals with the image of the Habsburg Monarchy in Hungary
at the time of its existence as well as with the memory the society of today keeps
of'it. On the contrary to what is generally assumed, confrontation is not necessarily
the main feature of this image. During its domination over Hungary, the Monarchy
was felt alternatively as an oppressive power to which responded the “kuruc” tradi-
tion of opposition and as a partner to achieve superior goals to which responded
the “labanc” tradition of collaboration. These patterns of political behaviour are
still obvious today. The experience of the two totalitarianisms have brought a re-
evaluation of the Habsburgs as benevolent sovereigns and even 1848 looks pale
compared to 1956. Towards the end of the communist regime, the re-discovery of
the Habsburg heritage went beyond the historical sciences and became after 1989
a topos of the touristic discourse.

History. Habsburg Monarchy. Relationships between the Hungarians and the
Habsburgs in the 19th and the 20th Century.

V nasledujicom prispevku sa nebudeme venovat’ iba postaveniu Mad’arov v dunaj-
skej monarchii v ¢asoch jej existencie, ale aj vztahu k Monarchii pred a po roku 1918.
Habsburska minulost ma pre Mad’arov vel'mi vel’ky vyznam: pocas jej trvania (1526
az 1918) doslo k réznym konfrontacidm a povstaniam Mad’arov proti Habsburgovcom
a ich narodné hnutie kolidovalo s vernost'ou vo¢i dynastii. Naproti tomu sa s tureckym
obdobim vysporiadali ovel’a l'ahsie, ked’Ze tato éra trvala kratsie a skoncila sa pred néstu-
pom nacionalizmu. O negativnej povahe osmanskej vlady vznikol konsenzus, ze Turci
neboli krestania, bola to cudzia nadvlada a navySe mala zaostaly charakter. Habsbur-
govci, naproti tomu, mali svojich privrzencov medzi Mad’armi a dlhsiu dobu sa krajina
delila na kurucov (podporovatel'ov nezavislosti a povstalcov) a labancov (sympatizantov
habsburskych panovnikov). Tato diferenciacia charakterizovala madarska spolo¢nost
az do roku 1956.

Od roku 1526 boli krajiny spojené personalnou uniou a od doby oslobodenia central-
nej Casti krajiny spod osmanskej nadvlady cisarskymi vojskami az po rok 1918 sa osudy
Rakuska a Uhorska aj realne spojili, no spomienky na koexistenciu su starSicho data,
pretoze tieto krajiny spolu susedili uz davnejsie. V Case, ked’ Mad’ari prisli do Dunajskej
kotliny, v Rakasku vladli Babenbergovci. Toto susedstvo pozdiz Dunaja zohravalo uréita
ulohu vo vzajomnom vnimani sa, pretoze sa formovalo dlhé starocia a preslo r6znymi
fazami rivality, ktoré sa u Mad’arov spajali s obavami z pohltenia.
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
