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The study is concerned with the activities of the Hungarian communist exiles in
the period immediately following the fall of the Hungarian Soviet Republic in
summer 1919. The term Hungarian communist exiles designates the specific eth-
no-political group composed of representatives and adherents of the fallen regime,
who left Hungary after their military defeat and engaged in organizing the com-
munist movement in other countries. They became important figures in building
up the communist movement in Central Europe, especially in the former territories
of the Kingdom of Hungary.

Study of the broad theme is limited to the transmission of the communist ideolo-
gy, organizing of the communist movement and the movement and activity of
members of the Hungarian communist exile group in the Central European region,
Czechoslovakia and especially Slovakia in the years of the so-called revolutionary
wave, namely 1919 — 1921.
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Uvod
Prvy den augusta 1919 bol poslednym diiom existencie Mad’arskej republiky rad (21. ma-
rec — 1. august 1919, d’alej MRR). Politicki predstavitelia zanikajuceho socialistického
rezimu zvolali na tento den plenarne zasadnutie budapestianskej Rady vojenskych a ro-
botnickych zastupcov. Burlivo privitany Béla Kun predniesol rozlickovi re¢. Neskry-
val roz€arovanie z netispechu politického experimentu, na ktorom sa zasadnou mierou
podielal. Skonstatoval, ze diktatra proletariatu v Mad’arsku prehrala ekonomicky, po-
liticky aj vojensky. Podstatny podiel na porazke socialistického rezimu v Mad’arsku pri-
pisal na vrub robotnickej triedy a jej neochoty branit’ revoluciu. Z tohto dévodu nevidel
zmysel v tom, aby vodcovia tzv. mad’arskej Komuiiny sami a bez podpory mas stavali
proti prichadzajicim vojskam barikady. Uzavrel, Ze proletariat nezradil svojich vodcov,
ale seba, a ,, potrebuje najnehumannejsiu a najkrutejsiu diktaturu burzodzie, aby sa stal
revolucénym “.!

Po skonceni zasadnutia zacali Kun a cast’ predstavitelov MRR urychlene organizo-
vat’ svoj odchod do Viedne a vyjednavat’ s raktiskou vladou o udeleni politické¢ho azylu.
Este v ten denn — v neskorych vecernych hodinach — boli z Budapesti vypravené dva
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
